Lions Clubs Partner with Food Banks for Disaster Relief Effort

Memphis, TN (July 19, 2010) -- The Lions Clubs in Middle and West Tennessee received a $50,000 grant to help resupply food pantries in the counties affected by the recent flooding. In West Tennessee this project was coordinated through the Mid-South Food Bank over a two week period. Over 25,000 pounds of food and cleaning supplies were distributed to 16 food pantries throughout West Tennessee by Lions Club members from 14 different Clubs. The food pantries that received supplies were in counties that had been designated disaster areas by FEMA.
